Competency -Based Education




CBE is personalized with respect to pacing,

support, and determination of mastery:

1. Students advance upon demonstrated mastery.

2. Competencies include explicit, measurable, transferable learning
objectives.

3. Students receive timely, differentiated support based on their individual
learning needs.

4. Assessment is meaningful and a positive learning experience for
students.

5. Learning outcomes emphasize competencies that include application of
knowledge, and the development of important skills and dispositions.



Why is CBE needed?
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Throughout 2017 -18 we spoke with 50+
stakeholders, and we heard it was
Important to codify CBE In statute.
Legitimizes CBE and creates the opportunity for
those who are ready, without mandating it.
